Tennessee Division gave a presentation on New Grants through the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL).
Mr. Trivette welcomed FHWA and TDOT staff to the meeting.

Agenda Item 4: Chairman Mr. Trivette moved to Item 4, when Ms. Andrea Noel of the TDOT Air Quality
Office gave a presentation on Air Quality Program updates (National Electric Vehicle Infrastructure,
Carbon Reduction, and PROTECT).

Agenda Item 5: Mr. Berry, stepping in for Chairman Mr. Trivette, moved to Item 5. Due to time
constraints, Ms. Michelle Christian was unable to give her presentation in person. Instead, it is provided
as a link in these minutes.

Eligible activities include the replacement of existing internal-combustion engine (ICE) school buses with electric,
propane, or compressed natural gas (CNG) school buses, as well as the purchase of electric vehicle supply equipment (EVSE)
infrastructure and EVSE installations,
Community Change Grant America Walks  The Community Change Grants program supports the growing network of advocates, organizations, and agencies working to $1500
advance walkability. Grants are awarded to innovative, engaging, and inclusive programs and projects that create change and
opportunity for walking and movement at the community level
Community Development Block ECD TNECD administers the “Small Cities” CDBG program. All communities in Tennessee are eligible except those in entitiement $400,000 maximum f
Grant (CDBG) communities which are communities that receive CDBG fundss directly from HUD. Entitlement areas include Bristol, Chattanooga, livability projects*
Clarksville, Cleveland, Davidson County and Nashville, Franklin, Hendersonville, Jackson, Johnson City, Kingsport, Knox County and

County Maintenance

Knoxville, Morristown, Murfreesboro, Oak Ridge, Shelby County and Memphis. CDBG funds are only awarded to city and county
governments.
